At the Communion of the People

All are welcome to receive the Sacrament. When you are given the consecrated bread, you may consume it and
then drink the wine from the first or larger chalice. If you wish, you may “intinct” or touch the tip of your bread to
the wine. For this, a smaller cup will be available just beyond the chalice. You may also choose to receive
Communion in only one kind. Either the bread or the wine alone is a full Communion. We also offer gluten-free
wafers. If you would like a gluten-free wafer, please tell the minister.

After Communion
